Names, institutions, and bio of proponents (max 250 words for each presenter)
Names, institutions and bio (max 250 words) of presenter(s) if proponent(s) is/are
not also the presenter(s)

group. Notifications of the acceptance of proposals will be issued by 26 February 2024.

4. Accepted proponents must confirm their ability to attend and present either in-

person OR via Zoom by 15 March 2024.
